
Violin- A string instrument; 
Violins make up a large part of an orchestra, and are usually divided into two sections, known as the first and second violins. Composers often assign the melody to the first violins, typically a more difficult part, while second violins play harmony. The popularity of crossover music beginning in the last years of the 20th century has brought the violin back into the popular music arena, with both electric and acoustic violins being used by popular bands’ including The Corrs. Vanessa Mae uses classical music with her electric violin. Dave Matthews Band features violinist Boyd Tinsley. The Flock featured violinist Jerry Goodman who later joined the jazz-rock fusion band, The Mahavishnu Orchestra.
Cello- A string instrument;
The cellos are a critical part of orchestral music; all symphonic works involve the cello section, and many pieces require cello solos. Much of the time, cellos provide part of the harmony for the orchestra. Though the cello is less common in popular music than in classical music, it is sometimes featured in pop and rock recordings. The cello is rarely part of a group's standard lineup but like its cousin the violin it is becoming more common in mainstream pop. In the 1960s, artists such as the Beatles and Cher used the cello in popular music, in songs such as "Bang Bang (My Baby Shot Me Down)", "Eleanor Rigby" and "Strawberry Fields Forever". "Good Vibrations" by the Beach Boys includes the cello in its instrumental ensemble.
Flute- A woodwind instrument;
The standard concert flute is pitched in the key of C and has a range of three octaves starting from middle C. This means that the concert flute is one of the highest common orchestra and concert band instruments. Clarinet- a woodwind instrument that have a single-reed mouthpiece;
Today, the clarinet is commonly used in classical music (such as concert bands, orchestras, chamber music, and solo repertoire),military bands, marching bands and jazz, as well as in folk music, Arabic pop, and samba.
Trumpet- a brass instrument
The C trumpet is most common in orchestral playing, where it is used alongside the B♭ trumpet. Its slightly smaller size gives it a brighter, more lively sound. Orchestra trumpet players are generally adept at transposing music at sight, sometimes playing music written for the A, B♭, D, E♭, E, or F trumpet on the C trumpet or B♭ trumpet. In early jazz, Louis Armstrong was well known for his virtuosity and his improvisations on the Hot Five and Hot Seven recordings. Miles Davis is widely considered one of the most influential musicians of the 20th century—his style was distinctive and widely imitated. Davis' phrasing and sense of space in his solos have been models for generations of jazz musicians.
Drums- A percussion instrument
The percussion section of an orchestra most commonly contains instruments such as timpani, snare drum, bass drum, cymbals, triangle and tambourine. However, the section can also contain non-percussive instruments. Percussion is commonly referred to as "the backbone" or "the heartbeat" of a musical ensemble, often working in close collaboration with bass instruments, when present. In jazz and other popular music ensembles, the pianist, bassist, drummer and sometimes the guitarist are referred to as the rhythm section.  In more recent popular music culture, it is almost impossible to name three or four rock, hip-hop, rap, funk or even soul charts or songs that do not have some sort of percussive beat keeping the tune in time.
Saxophone- A woodwind instrument
Saxophones are usually made of brass and played with a single-reed mouthpiece similar to that of the clarinet. The saxophone is commonly used in classical music (such as concert bands, chamber music, and solo repertoire), military bands, marching bands, and jazz (such as big bands, jazz combos, etc.). The saxophone, as a solo instrument or as part of a horn section, may also be heard in blues, soul music, rhythm and blues, reggae, funk, rock and roll and other forms of popular music. 
Keyboard- Piano
 It is widely used in classical and jazzmusic for solo performances, ensemble use, chamber music, accompaniment, and for composing and rehearsal. Although the piano is not portable and often expensive, its versatility and ubiquity have made it one of the world's most familiar musical instruments. The piano is a crucial instrument in Western classical music, jazz, film, television, and most other complex western musical genres. A large number of composers are proficient pianists—and because the piano keyboard offers an easy means of complex melodic and harmonic interplay—the piano is often used as a tool for composition.
Guitar
The guitar is a popular musical instrument classified as a string instrument with anywhere from 4 to 18 strings, usually having 6. It is used in a wide variety of musical genres worldwide. It is recognized as a primary instrument in genres such as blues, bluegrass, country, flamenco, folk, jazz, jota, mariachi, metal, punk, reggae, rock, soul, and many forms of pop.
